* Uganda is a land rich in natural treasures — gold in Mubende and
Karamoja, limestone in Tororo, copper and cobalt in Kasese, sand in
Lwera, oil in the Albertine Graben, and gemstones in different regions.

* These resources have the potential to transform Uganda’s economy.
But they also pose a test: will they be managed with righteousness for
the benefit of all, or misused for private gain?
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Mmerals as a Gift and a Test

 Natural resources are divine
gifts but they test governance.
Gold mining in Mubende and
Karamoja, for example, could
uplift communities, yet many
locals remain poor while illegal
miners and smugglers profit.
